Minister Qualities:

· Love for God

· Heart for youth and their place as members of God’s church and our parish

· Ability to schedule, delegate and follow up on a team.

Responsibilities:


· Schedule one or two families per week, or other parish group, to provide, prepare, serve and clean up* dinner and other occasional meals (i.e. Lunch for Stream Cleans) for youth in grades 6-12 and advisors (approximately 25-30 total).

· Communicate schedule to parents (email, letter, phone calls, etc.).

· Keep a record of what is served each week to avoid “cuisine burnout.”

· Remind parents to provide a meal option suitable for vegetarians or non-meat lovers.

· Remind parents that part of this ministry is covering the costs of the meal (Scholarship assistance is available if needed, simply submit receipts to Youth Director for reimbursement).

· Call and remind meal providers the week before they are scheduled to serve.

Time Commitment:

· One program year (Sept - May).

· Approximately 1 hour per week.

Special Notes:

· We encourage diversity and creativity of meals. Pizza is okay but not every week. 

· While we are grateful for every meal, those that do not come microwaved out of a box are especially refreshing.

· Don’t forget to invite other groups to be part of this ministry: Choir, Guilds, Staff, Vestry, Young Adults, Men’s Group, etc.

*It is crucial that families fulfill each of these tasks since the youth director and advisors will be busy with the youth before and after mealtime!
